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DRUG ABUSE AWARENESS RALLY

The Drug Abuse Awareness Rally was organized on 11th August 2025 at Bharathidasan University
Main Campus by the Anti-Drugs Committee in association with the National Service Scheme (NSS). The
program began with a welcome address by Dr. A. Antony Joseph Velanganni, Coordinator of the
Anti-Drugs Committee, who emphasized the importance of collective action against drug abuse.
